 Outgoing Co-president Carole Burchett reviewed a year filled with 

busy times and several major programs which were well attended by League 

members and residents of the Outer Banks communities. Those programs in-

cluded, but were not limited to, three candidate forums before the November 

3rd election, as well as Voters‟ guides published by the local media which was 

printed as well for candidates in the May Primary election.  In September, 

Dare County 101 rated an editorial in the Coastland Times: “a fine opportunity 

for one on one conversations between county officials and their constituents.”  

In November as members of Congress and the nation were embroiled in de-

bate, the hot button topic of Health Reform: Why We Should Care, What We 

Must Do was presented by members of the LWV Piedmont Triad, Robin Lane 

and Dr. Teresa Bratton. Our own Mary Ellen Hawthorne gave the audience a 

rather humorous insight as to “How A Bill Becomes a Law.” 

 During the months of January through April, Dr. Lin Logan presented 

her US Women‟s History film/lecture series which was well accepted by LWV 

members and the public.  In March, Akilah Ensley of the US Census Bureau 

provided valuable information on the 2010 Census and stressed the importance 
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of having citizens fill out their forms. 

 Natural Resource chair, Robert Perry, organized two programs relating to wind power 

on the Outer Banks.  The Go-See Tour in April took the group to three operating wind turbines.  

Again these programs covered a topic of major concern for our nation, our state and our local 

community, as we look toward a time of clean energy.
