 Carole Burchett, Mary Ellen Hawthorne, and Nancy Birindelli were delegates to 
the LWV-NC Convention in Greensboro.  The meeting began with a tour of the new 
Civil Rights Museum that will open in February to coincide with the 50th anniversary of 
the Greensboro Sit-In that took place at the F.W. Woolworth lunch counter.  The re-
mainder of the busy convention featured state General Assembly delegates speaking 
about matters that were still being considered by the legislative body, especially the 
state budget.  Other speakers made presentations on topics of health care reform, 
League coalition members, technology, and how to get more women involved in public 
service.  Dare was recognized for its accomplishments in the Membership Recruitment 
Initiative.  The Henderson County League is taking the lead on promoting legislation to 
pass the Equal Rights Amendment so that NC could be one of the three remaining 
states to ratify the bill so that it could become law.

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Surveying the School SceneSurveying the School SceneSurveying the School SceneSurveying the School Scene

 The Dare County Board of Education held a special meeting on August 11, 2009 at 
the Administrative Offices in Nags Head.  David Oaksmith was reinstated as Board chair-
man as well as Walter Holton as vice chair. 
 
 According to David Oaksmith, “Dr. Burgess saved the More at Four” program which 
had been in danger of being cut due to budget uncertainties.  The staff and the administra-
tion effectively lobbied the legislature and the senate finance committee and paved the 
way for retaining the successful program which is designed for facilitating academic suc-
cess for at risk preschoolers in preparation for kindergarten.  Approximately one hundred 
eight children will participate in the program. 
 
 The Title I plan and the career and technical education plans were both passed by 
unanimous vote.  There was discussion concerning regarding targeted assistance and 
school-wide approach with regard to Title I funds.  Dare utilizes the targeted approach 
since the school-wide approach calls for teacher assistants having a two year associate’s 
degree.  Not all Dare teacher assistants have that degree. 
 
 Judi Hornbeck, DSC Director of Elementary Instruction, indicated research that 
showed that 88% of the districts in the state utilize the school-wide approach which places 
Dare in the 12% minority using the targeted assistance. 
 
 Dr. Burgess stated that there will be a detailed study begun this fall to find out exact 
numbers of teacher assistants with Associate degrees and to “map out a plan” that would 
help employees attain that degree so that Dare County Schools would be in the 88%.  
Those schools are identified as “highly qualified schools” according to the No Child Left 
Behind (NCLB) act. 
 
 In other school news:  Newsweek listed all three Dare County high schools among 
the top 1500 high schools in the nation on its website.  This is the third year in four that all 
of the schools have made the website, placing them in the top six percent of public school 
measured this way.  The ranking places emphasis on broad participation in rigorous 
coursework for selection of top schools.
